EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Discussion, including without limitation an Informational Update on the Carson City
School Foundation, and Possible Action to Approve Proposed Amendments to the Bylaws
of the Carson City School Foundation

Mr. Jon Hager, President, Carson City Schools Foundation (CCSF) will provide an update on
the Foundation, including mini grants, department and school wide grants, as well as student
aide and scholarships. A copy of proposed amendments to the bylaws are included in board
packets.

Discussion and Possible Action to Approve Proposed Changes to CCSD Policy 817,
Identification Badge: Second Reading

Mrs. Ann Cyr, Risk Manager presented the first reading of Policy 817, Identification Badge
during the July 22, 2025 board meeting. There were no suggested changes at that time. This
meeting serves as the second reading. Staff recommends approval.

Discussion and Possible Action to Approve Proposed Changes to CCSD Policy 539,
Independent Study in Physical Education: Second Reading

Mr. Brandon Bringhurst, Chief Academic Officer presented the first reading of Policy 539,
Independent Study in Physical Education during the July 22, 2005 board meeting. The second
reading of proposed changes to CCSD Policy 539 will be presented to align with recent
revisions to Nevada Administrative Code (NAC) 389.488, which was revised to provide greater
flexibility for students to meet graduation requirements. Specifically, it permits exemptions
from the Physical Education (PE) requirement if a student participates in certain alternative
activities, such as;

e Participation in a sanctioned interscholastic athletic program
e Enrollment in a Junior Reserve Officers’ Training Corps (JROTC) program
e Completion of equivalent coursework approved by the school district

These changes support personalized pathways to graduation while maintaining a commitment to
student health and wellness. Approval of this policy will ensure CCSD remains compliant with
state regulations and offers flexible, student-centered options for meeting PE graduation
requirements. Staff recommends approval.

Discussion on Proposed Changes to CCSD Policy and Attendant Regulation 528, Student
Cases Involving Law Enforcement and Public Agencies: First Reading (Policy)
Requirements

The purpose of this agenda item is to present proposed changes to CCSD Policy and Regulation
528, Student Cases Involving Law Enforcement and Public Agencies. This meeting serves as
the first reading for the policy. Both the policy and regulation summarize the steps and process
of working with law enforcement agencies, as well as public agencies, such as, the Department
of Child and Family Services (DCFS).

Members of the Carson City School Board,

It is my pleasure to present to the Carson City School Board the Carson City Schools Foundation Annual
Report for Calendar Year 2024!

Donations (Foundation Receipts)

During Calendar Year 2024, the Foundation received $35,680.14 in donations. We would like to thank all
our supporters, including Carson City School District staff who donated $9,079 through payroll
deductions and Southwest Gas which provided a $10,000 donation.

The Foundation continues to receive fantastic support from the community as well as District staff.
Payroll deductions continue to increase, a testament to the dedication your teachers and administrators
have for educational excellence. Additionally, the District’s recognition program for outstanding support
provided by the community continues to improve the District’s and the Foundations relationships with
our community partners.

Project Funding (Foundation Expenditures)

In Calendar Year 2024, the Foundation provided $64,630.00 in funding for various projects: $23,280.00
for department and mini-grants, $20,000 to reduce the costs of AP exams, $12,550.00 for the Jump Start
program and $8,800 for scholarships and other initiatives. Administrative expenses were $1,277.00.

The Foundation’s cash balance as of December 31, 2024 was $108,104.89

In the spring semester of 2025, the Foundation distributed an additional $38,938.63. $10,550 was
distributed through 26 department grants and mini grants. The Foundation provided $20,000 to reduce
students’ costs for AP testing fees and $4,388.63 to pay for books for students enrolled in the Jump Start
program and $4,000 for the elementary and middle schools’ PBIS programs.

This school year (2025-2026), the Foundation has allocated a total of $67,000 to various programs:
$20,000 for department and mini-grants, $25,000 for the AP program, $10,000 for the Jump Start
program, and $8,000 for each elementary and middle school’s Positive Behavior Interventions and
Supports (PBIS) programs.

NOW THEREFORE, pursuant to a unanimous vote of the outstanding Board members in
the corporation and Article IX of the Bylaws, the Bylaws of CARSON CITY SCHOOLS FOUNDATION
are amended as follows:

1. Atrticle III, BOARD OF DIRECTORS, Section 2, Number, is amended and restated in
its entirety as follows:

“The Board of Directors shall consist of no less than three (3) and no more

than fifteen (15) Directors. The exact number shall be set by the Directors. The

Superintendent (or Nominee) of the Carson City School District and the

President (or Nominee) of the Carson City School Board of Trustees shall each

serve as Directors in a non-voting advisory capacity™

The current bylaws of the Carson City Schools Foundation were executed on November 25, 2014
and amended on February 28, 2023.

Article Ill, Section 2 of the bylaws, as amended, describe the makeup of the board as follows:

Section 2. Number. The Board of Directors shall consist of no less than three
(3) and no more than fifteen (15) Directors. The exact number shall be set by the
Directors. One (1) Director shall represent the Superintendent (or Nominee) of the
Carson City School District and one (1) Director shall be the President (or Nominee)

of the Carson City School Board of Trustees.

Recently there has been discussion at the Foundation meetings about whether the Superintendent
and School Board President should vote during the meetings. It appears that the current
understanding is that these positions have attended in advisory capacities only.

Therefore, a question has arisen regarding whether the bylaws should be amended to clearly state
that these ex-officio positions serve in a non-voting advisory capacity.

Should the trustees decide that these positions should serve in a non-voting advisory capacity a
potential amendment could be:

Section 2. Number. The Board of Directors shall consist of no less than three
(3) and no more than fifteen (15) Directors. The exact number shall be set by the

Should the trustees choose to make an amendment to the bylaws, the change would also need to
be approved by the Carson City School Board.

ARTICLE I
OFFICES

The principal office for the transaction of the activities and affairs of the corporation shall
be in Carson City, Nevada, at a specific location or locations to be determined by the Board of
Directors. The Board may change the location of the principal office from time to time. Any
change of location of the principal office shall be noted by the Secretary on these bylaws
opposite this Section, or this Section may be amended to state the new location. The Board may
at any time and from time to time establish branch or subordinate offices at any place or places
where the corporation is qualified to conduct its activities.

ARTICLE I

MEMBERS

The corporation shall have no members. Except as otherwise provided in the Articles of
Incorporation of the corporation, any action which would otherwise require approval by a
majority of all members or approval by the members shall only require approval of the Board of
Directors. All rights which would otherwise vest in the members shall vest in the Directors.

ARTICLE III

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 1. Annual Meeting. The annual meeting of the Board of Directors
shall be held at the principal office of the corporation on the third Wednesday in January of each
year, if not a legal holiday, in which case the meeting shall be held on the next business day
following, at 5:00 p.m., or at such other place, date or time as may be selected by the Board, for
the purpose of electing Directors and for the transaction of such other business as may be
brought before the meeting.

The Directors may elect to have special meetings at any time.

Section 2. Number. The Board of Directors shall consist of no less than three
(3) and no more than nine (9) Directors. The exact number shall be set by the Directors subject
to approval by the Board of Trustees of the Carson City School District. One (1) Director shall
represent the Superintendent (or Nominee) of the Carson City School District and one (1)
Director shall be the President (or Nominee) of the Carson City School Board of Trustees.



Section 3. Powers. Subject to the provisions of Chapter 82 of the Nevada
Revised Statutes and any other applicable laws, and subject to any limitations in the Articles of
Incorporation of the corporation or other provisions of these bylaws, the corporation’s activities
and affairs shall be conducted and all corporate powers shall be exercised by or under the
direction of the Board, except that the Board of Trustees of the Carson City School District shall
have the final authority to approve the annual plan and budget of the corporation and to approve
obligations involving an expenditure of $10.000 or more.

Section 4. Terms. Directors shall be elected at each annual meeting of the
Board to hold office for a term of three (3) years or until their respective successors are elected
or appointed. If the annual meeting is not held, the Directors may be elected at a special meeting
of the Board held for that purpose. Directors may be re-elected for membership on the Board for
a maximum of two (2) consecutive terms of three (3) years each. A person shall not be eligible to
serve again on the Board of Directors until one (1) year has elapsed from departure after any
carlier term. The terms of office of the Directors shall be established in such a manner that only
approximately one-third (1/3) of the Directors’ terms expire in any one (1) year. In the event of
a change in the number of Directors, the staggering of terms shall be preserved. /The members of
the Board for the period beginning January 1, 2015, and their terms are as set forth below:

lan Hill - 3 years

Mike Jackson — 3 years

Heidi McFadden - 2 years

Bryt Lewis — 2 year

Tom Keeton — 1 year

Superintendent of Schools (or nominee) — Ex Officio

President of Board of Trustees of Carson City School District (or nominee) — Ex Officio

If a Director is elected to assume the office of a vacated seat on the Board, then the Director’s
term shall be treated as though it began in the first January of the year after the Director is

appointed.

Section 5. Vacancies. A vacancy in the Board will be filled by a majority
vote of the remaining Directors. A vacancy on the Board shall exist upon: (1) the death or
resignation of a Director; or (2) the declaration by resolution of the Board of a vacancy in the
office of a Director who has been declared of unsound mind by an order of court or by two (2)
physicians, convicted of a felony. or found by a final order of judgment of any court to have
breached a duty imposed by a law upon the Director. No reduction of the authorized number of
Directors shall have the effect of removing any Director before that Director’s term of office

expires.

Any Director of the corporation may resign at any time, either by oral tender of
resignation at any meeting of the Board of Directors or by giving written notice thereof to the
Secretary of the corporation. Such resignation shall take effect at the time specified therefore
and, unless otherwise specified with respect thereto, the acceptance of such resignation shall not
be necessary to make it effective. Any and all Directors may be removed, with or without cause,



at a meeting called for that purpose, by a vote of a majority of the Directors with a quorum
present.  Three (3) consecutive unexcused absences from regular Board meetings shall
automatically remove that Director from the Board.

Section 6. Place of Meeting. Regular meetings of the Board may be held
without notice at such time and place as the Board may fix from time to time. Special meetings
of the Board may be called by the Chair of the Board, the President, or two (2) Directors, on
twenty-four (24) hours’ notice to each Director. Notice of the time and place of special meetings
shall be given to each Director by one of the following methods: (1) by personal delivery of
written notice; (2) by first-class mail, postage prepaid; (3) by telephone, either directly to the
Director or to a person at the Director’s office or home who would be reasonably expected to
communicate that notice promptly to the Director; or (4) by facsimile communication, receipt of
which is confirmed. The notice shall be given or be sent to the Director’s address or telephone
number as shown on the records of the corporation. The notice need not specify the purpose or
purposes of the meeting. A special meeting of the Board may be held at any time or place
without notice, if all Directors are present or consent thereto in writing before or after the
meeting, or if those Directors who are not present consent thereto in writing before or after the
meeting.

Section 7. Quorum. A majority of the authorized number of Directors shall
constitute a quorum for the transaction of business, except to adjourn. Every action taken or
decision made by a majority of the Directors present at a duly held meeting at which a quorum is
present shall be the act of the Board, except in any specific situations where the law requires
otherwise. A meeting at which a quorum is initially present may continue to transact business,
despite the withdrawal of any Directors, if any action taken or decision made, is approved by at
least a majority of the required quorum for that meeting.

Section 8. Adjournments. The majority of the Directors present, whether or
not a quorum is present, may adjourn any meeting to another time and place. Notice of the time
and place of holding an adjourned meeting need not be given unless the original meeting is
adjourned for more than twenty-four (24) hours. If the original meeting is adjourned for more
than twenty-four (24) hours, notice of any adjournment to another time or place shall be given,
before the time of the adjourned meeting, to the Directors who are not present at the time of the
adjournment.

Section 9. Action Without a Meeting. Any action that the Board is required
or permitted to take may be taken without a meeting if a majority of the Directors then in office
consent in writing to the action; provided, however, that the action of any Director who has a
material financial interest in a transaction to which the corporation is a party shall not be required
for approval of that transaction. Such action by written consent shall have the same force and
effect as any other validly approved action of the Board. All such consents shall be filed with
the minutes of the proceedings of the Board.

Section 10.  Committees of the Board. The Board, by resolution adopted by a
majority of the Directors then in office, may create one or more committees, each consisting of
two (2) or more Directors, to serve at the pleasure of the Board. Appointments to committees



shall be by majority vote of the Directors then in office. The Board may appoint one (1) or more
Directors as alternate members of such committee, who may replace any absent member at any
meeting. Any such committee, to the extent provided in the Board resolution, shall have the
authority granted by the Board. Meetings and actions of committees shall be governed by, held,
and taken in accordance with the provisions of these bylaws concerning meetings and other
Board actions, except that the time for regular meetings of committees and the calling of special
meetings of committee may be determined either by Board resolution or, if there is none, by
resolution of the committee. Minutes of each meeting of any committee shall be kept and shall
be filed with the corporate records. The Board may adopt rules for the government of any
committee, provided that they are consistent with these bylaws, or in the absence of rules
adopted by the Board, the committee may adopt such rules.

Section 11. " Telephone Participation. Directors may participate in a meeting
through use of conference telephone or similar communication equipment, so long as all
Directors participating in such meeting can hear one another. Participation in a meeting through
the use of such telephone or similar communications equipment constitutes presence in person at
the meeting.

Section 12.  Self-Dealing Transactions.

1. No contract or other transaction between the corporation and one or more
of its Directors or officers, or between the corporation and any corporation, firm, or association
in which one or more of its Directors or officers are Directors or officers or are financially
interested, is void or voidable solely for this reason or solely because any such Director or officer
is present at the meeting of the Board of Directors or a committee thereof which authorizes or
approves the contract or transaction, or because the vote or votes of common or interested
Directors are counted for such purpose, if the circumstances specified in any of the following
paragraphs exist:

(a) The fact of the common directorship, office or financial interest is
disclosed or known to the Board of Directors or committee and noted in the minutes, and the
Board or committee authorizes, approves, or ratifies the contract or transaction in good faith by a
vote sufficient for the purpose without counting the vote or votes of the common or interested
Director or Directors;

(b) The fact of the common directorship or financial interest is not
disclosed or known to the Director or officer at the time the transaction is brought before the
Board of Directors of the corporation for action; or

(c) The contract or transaction is fair as to the corporation at the time it is
authorized or approved.

2. Common or interested Directors may be counted in determining the
presence of a quorum at a meeting of the Board of Directors or a committee thereof which
authorizes, approves, or ratifies a contract or transaction, and if the votes of the common or



interested Directors are not counted at the meeting, then a majority of the disinterested Directors
may authorize, approve, or ratify a contract or transaction.

Section 13.  Distributions. The Board shall distribute annually to the extent
required under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code the income of the corporation;
and, additionally, such principal as the Board shall determine appropriate in their discretion, but
the amount of principal distributed shall not exceed the net increase in the value of the
corporation’s invested funds from year to year.

ARTICLE 1V.
OFFICERS

Section 1. Officers. The officers of the corporation shall be a President, a
Secretary, and a Treasurer. The corporation may also have, at the discretion of the Board, a
Chair of the Board. All officers must be Directors. Any number of offices may be held by the
same person, except neither the Secretary nor the Treasurer may serve concurrently as the
President or Chair of the Board. The officers of the corporation shall be chosen by the Board
and shall serve at the pleasure of the Board, subject to the rights, if any, of any officer under any
contract of employment to which the officer is a party. Without prejudice to any rights of any
officer under any contract of employment, any officer may be removed with or without cause by
the Board.

Section 2. Vacancies. A vacancy in any office because of death, resignation,
removal, disqualification, or any other cause shall be filed by the Board.

Section 3. President. The President shall be the chief executive officer of the
corporation, unless otherwise provided by the Board. In the absence of the Chair of the Board,
she (or he) shall preside at all meetings of the Board. Unless the Board shall otherwise provide,
she (or he) shall sign and execute all authorized bonds, contracts, and other obligations in the
name of the corporation. Unless otherwise provided in these bylaws, she (or he) shall have
general management and control of, and shall supervise and direct, the activities of the
corporation. She (or he) shall at all times be subject to the instructions of the Board. She (or he)
shall perform all other duties required of her (or him) by law or by these bylaws and such duties
as the Board may from time to time require.

Section 4. Secretary. The Secretary shall keep the minutes of the meetings of
the Board, unless some other person is designated by the presiding officer of the meeting. She
(or he) shall attend to the giving and serving of all notices of the corporation; she (or he) shall
have charge of all records, books, and papers pertaining to the office, the corporate seal of the
corporation, and such books and papers of the corporation as the Board may direct; she (or he)
shall keep proper books of account and serve all notices required by law or by these bylaws. She
(or he) shall perform all the duties incident to the office of the Secretary. She (or he) shall
perform all other duties required of her (or him) by law or these bylaws and such as the Board or
the President may from time to time require.



Section 5. Treasurer. The Treasurer shall have charge and supervision of the
finances of the corporation. She (or he) shall receive, receipt for, and safely keep all its funds,
and shall dispose of them only in the manner authorized by the Board; she (or he) shall at all
times keep a full and complete and accurate record of the funds of the corporation and shall
deposit the same to the credit of the corporation in such bank, banks, or depositories as the Board
may designate. When ordered by the Board or the President, she (or he) shall render a statement
of her (or his) accounts. She (or he) shall at all times be under the control of the Board, and
generally shall perform all duties incident to the position of Treasurer, and all other duties
required by law or these bylaws or such as the Board or the President may from time to time
require, at all times keeping full, compete, and accurate accounts thereof.

Section 6. Chair of the Board. The Chair of the Board, if there be such an
officer, shall, if present, preside at all meetings of the Board and exercise and perform such other
powers and duties as may from time to time be required by the Board or prescribed by law.

ARTICLE V.

RECORDS:; INSPECTION:; ANNUAL REPORT

Section 1. Maintenance of Records. The corporation shall keep at its
principal office, or if its principal office is not in Nevada, at its principal office is not in Nevada,
the original or a copy of the Articles of Incorporation and the bylaws, as amended to date.

Section 2. Inspection. Every Director shall have the right at any reasonable
time to inspect the corporation’s books, records, documents of every kind, physical properties,
and the records of each of its subsidiaries, if any. The inspection may be made in person or by
the Director’s agent or attorney. The right of inspection includes the right to copy and make
abstracts of documents.

Section 3. Annual Reports. The Board shall cause an annual report to be sent
to all Directors within one hundred twenty (120) days after the close of the corporation’s fiscal
year for the Board’s approval.

ARTICLE VL
EXECUTION OF INSTRUMENTS

Checks, drafts, and order upon the funds or credits of the corporation, bills, notes,
and other obligations for the payment of money by the corporation,” and contracts and
instruments in writing by the corporation, shall be valid and binding upon the corporation only
when executed by such officer or officers as may be authorized by the Board or by these bylaws.



ARTICLE VIL
INDEMNIFICATION

Section 1. Right of Indemnity. To the fullest extent permitted by law, the
corporation shall indemnify its present and former officers, Directors, employees, and agents
against all expenses, judgments, fines, settlements, and other amounts actually and reasonably
incurred by them in connection with any threatened, pending, or completed action or
proceedings, whether civil, criminal, administrative, or investigative, including an action by or in
the right of the corporation, by reason of the fact that the person is or was an officer, Director,
employee, or agent of the corporation. “Expenses” as used herein include, without limitation,
attorneys’ fees and any expenses of establishing a right to indemnification.

Section 2. Approval of Indemnity. On written request to the Board of any
person seeking indemnification under Section 1 of this Article VII, the Board shall promptly
determine whether indemnification is permitted and, if so, shall authorize such indemnification.

Section 3. Advancement of Expenses. To the fullest extent permitted by law
and as otherwise determined by the Board in a specific instance, expenses incurred by a person
seeking indemnification under Sections 1 or 2 above in defending any proceeding covered by
those Sections shall be advanced by the corporation before final disposition of the proceeding, on
receipt by the corporation of the undertaking by or on behalf of that person that the advance will
be repaid unless it is ultimately determined that the person is entitled to be indemnified by the
corporation for those expenses.

Section 4. Insurance. The corporation may purchase and maintain insurance
to the fullest extent permitted by law on behalf of its Directors, officers, employees, and agents
against any liability asserted against or incurred by any of such persons in such capacity or
arising out of the person’s status as such whether or not the corporation would have the power to
indemnify the person against such liability under the provisions of Section 1, above.

ARTICLE VIIIL
GIFT ACCEPTANCE

Section 1. Acceptance. The Board of Directors may accept on behalf of the
corporation any gift, grant, bequest or devise for the general purposes of the corporation. The
Board of Directors may authorize any officer, agent or employee to accept on behalf of the
corporation any gift, grant, bequest or devise and such authority may be general or confined to
specific funds, accounts or purposes. The Board of Directors has the right to reject or refuse to
accept any gift, grant, bequest or devise whenever it is deemed to be in the best interest of the
corporation to reject or refuse to accept such gift, grant, or devise which is not made in support
of the purpose and mission of the corporation.

Section 2. Irrevocable. Unless the terms expressly provide otherwise, all
gifts, grants, bequests and devises shall be deemed irrevocable.



Section 3. Restrictions. Any person and/or organization who shall give,
bequeath or devise any property to the corporation may make such gift subject to such conditions
and limitations as to the use of the principal or income as she (or he or they) may see fit, and may
specify such uses for the principal or the income as she (or he) may desire, provided such
conditions, limitations, specifications and provisions are consistent with the general purposes of
the corporation and provided, further, that the Board of Directors has the right to reject or refuse
to accept any such gift, grant, devise or bequest in the event it would not be in the best interest of
the corporation to accept such gift, grant, devise or bequest.

Section 4. Property. All such property received and accepted by the
corporation shall become a part of the corporation property and, subject to any limitations,
conditions or requirements, may be commingled with the other assets of the corporation.
However, such property shall or may be placed in any number of separate accounts whenever the
conditions, limitations or instruction of the gift, grant, bequest or devise required a separate fund
or account, or whenever the Board of Directors, in its judgment, determines that such property
should be placed in a separate and distinct fund or account.

ARTICLE IX.

AMENDMENTS

These bylaws may be amended or repealed upon the unanimous approval of the
members of the Board of Directors.

1. Article I, BOARD OF DIRECTORS, Section 1, Annual Meeting, is amended
and restated in its entirety as follows:

PHYSICAL EDUCATION EXEMPTIONS

The purpose of this policy is to establish the conditions under which a student may be exempt
from the physical education graduation requirement in accordance with Nevada Administrative
Code (NAC) 389.488, while ensuring all students meet the total number of credits required for
high school graduation.

The Carson City School District (“District”) recognizes that under certain circumstances, a
student may be exempted from the physical education graduation requirement. An exemption
means the student is released from the requirement to complete a physical education course or
earn physical education credit, which is otherwise required of all students. However, such
exemption does not reduce the overall number of credits required for graduation.

I CONDITIONS FOR EXEMPTION

A student may be exempted from the physical education graduation requirement

under the following conditions:

1. Medical Condition: The student has a physical or mental condition that prevents
participation in physical education, and the exemption request is supported by a
written statement from a licensed physician.

2. Religious Belief: The student holds a sincere religious belief that precludes
participation in physical education, and the exemption request is supported by a
written statement from the student’s parent or guardian.

3. Military Science or ROTC: The student is enrolled in and successfully completes
the Reserve Officer Training Corps (ROTC) or a course of study in military
science. One PE credit exemption per one year of successful completion.

4. Marching Band: The student is enrolled in and successfully completes the
marching band course. One PE credit exemption per one year of successful
completion. anactive-memberoftheschool'smarchingband.

5. Athletics, Dance, or Cheer: The student participates in interscholastic athletics, is
a member of a drill team, participates in a dance group, or is on a cheerleading

squad and finishes the season in good standing. One PE credit exemption per
one year of successful completion.

6. Competitive Club Activity or Sport: The student participates in a competitive club
activity or sport recognized by the school or district.

a. The student must participate in the approved activity for a minimum
of 120 hours per exempted credit.

b. The activity must occur outside the regularly scheduled school day.

c. Participation must be verified by the school principal or designee.

III. DEFINITION OF EXEMPTION
For the purposes of this policy, the term “exempt” is defined as the release of a
student from a course or credit requirement which others are subject to. Students who
are exempt from the physical education requirement under NAC 389.488 shall not
receive units of credit for physical education.

IV.  CREDIT REQUIREMENT

The exemption from physical education does not reduce the total number of credits
required for graduation. Students must complete the required number of overall
credits through other coursework.

V. PROCEDURES

The high school principal or designee shall develop site procedures to guide the
exemption request and approval process, including timelines, documentation
requirements, and notification procedures.

SUBJECT: NAC 389.488 Exemption from Physical Education

INTRODUCTION:

On Friday, September 6, 2024, the Legislative Commission approved changes to Nevada Administrative
Code (NAC) 389.488: Exemption from physical education. This guidance memo is to notify local
education agencies (LEAs) and the State Public Charter School Authority (SPCSA) of the approved
changes and outline expectations for implementation. Please see the attachments for the updated
language.

OVERVIEW:
The updated NAC 389.488, specifies that a school district or charter school may exempt a student’s
physical education graduation requirement under certain conditions including the following:
e Physical or mental condition, and the request is supported by a written statement from a
physician;
e Religious belief, and the request is supported by a written statement from the pupil’s parent or
guardian;
e Enrollment in the Reserve Officer Training Corps or a course of study in military science;
e Enrollment in the marching band;
e Participation in interscholastic athletics, on a drill team, in a dance group or on a cheerleading
squad; or
e Participation in a competitive club activity or sport.

The term “exempt” shall be defined as releasing a pupil from a course or credit requirement which
others are subject. By the way of this definition, students shall not earn nor receive units of credit in
physical education under NAC 389.488. The removal of the requirement to take a physical education
course(s) does not reduce the overall number of credits necessary to graduate.

Page 1 of 3
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As outlined in the Nevada’s Diploma Requirements, a student must earn 23 units of credit in order to
graduate from high school, two of which must be in physical education. A student who is granted a
physical education exemption(s) must ensure that the units of credit that they have been exempted from
are counterbalanced by taking coursework in another content area to meet the minimum credit
requirements for graduation (23 units of credit). Therefore, for each physical education exemption

earned, the physical education requirement must be replaced with an elective course as follows:

WHAT CHANGED:

Students may now earn up to two physical education exemptions.

The language is now inclusive of charter schools.

Marching band is now under Section 1(d).

Students who participate in school-sponsored sports must complete the activity in good standing
to receive physical education exemptions.

LEAs and SPCSAs are no longer required to furnish the Superintendent of Public Instruction with
a syllabus nor obtain written approval to grant physical education exemptions so long as students
participate in a competitive club activity or sport listed under Section 3(a) for 120 hours and the
activity must occur outside the regularly scheduled school day. Participation must be verified by
the school district or charter school.

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e [fa student participates in a competitive club activity or sport that is not listed under Section 3(a),
they may submit an application to the Nevada Department of Education for consideration.

e The Nevada Department of Education will maintain a list of competitive club activities or sports
that qualify for physical education exemptions.

IMPLEMENTATION EXPECTATIONS:

Throughout the remainder of the 2024-25 school year, LEAs and SPCSAs may continue implementing
NAC 389.488 as they have previously, to avoid any disruption in the graduation of students participating
in the physical education exemption program. Students who earned physical education exemptions or
credits under NAC 389.488 during the 2024-25 school year or earlier shall retain those exemptions or
credits for the remainder of their high school career.

LEAs and SPCSAs are welcome to begin implementing the updated NAC 389.488 as early as January
2025; however, the Nevada Department of Education expects full compliance with the updated NAC
389.488, as written, starting in the 2025-26 school year.

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Frequently Asked Questions
NAC 389.488 Exemption from physical education.

1. Who is eligible to request an exemption from the physical education requirement?
A student may request an exemption if they meet one of the following conditions:
e A physical or mental condition supported by a physician’s statement.

A religious belief supported by a parent or guardian’s statement.
Enrollment in Reserve Officer Training Corps (ROTC) or a course of study in military science.
Enrollment in the school’s marching band.
Participate in interscholastic athletics, on a drill team, in a dance group, or on a cheerleading

squad sponsored by the school, and complete the activity in good standing.
e Actively participate in an approved competitive club or individual sport/activity for at least 120
hours outside the school day.

2. Can students earn physical education credits under NAC 389.488?
No, students can only earn an exemption(s) from physical education. When students earn a physical
education exemption(s), they must take an additional elective credit in place of the physical education
credit as outlined below:

3. Can a student earn more than one exemption?
Yes, a student can earn up to two exemptions from physical education.
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Can a student be exempt from one half-credit in physical education?
Yes, a student can earn a half-credit exemption in physical education for every 60 hours they participate
in an approved activity or club sport.

Can students take an online or distance education course to earn an exemption from physical
education?
No, physical education exemptions are limited to the criteria outline in NAC 389.488.

Are physical education exemptions retroactive?
No, physical education exemptions cannot be awarded retroactively.

Who monitors students to ensure they meet the criteria to earn an exemption(s) in physical
education?
School districts and charter schools have flexibility in how to monitor and verify students to ensure they
meet their obligations of earning a physical education exemption(s). Verification of participation may be
submitted to the school district or charter school, which typically includes documentation such as:

e Asigned log of hours from a coach, instructor, or club leader confirming participation.

e A statement from a coach, instructor, or club leader confirming participation.

How can a school district or charter school propose a club activity or sport to be added to the
approved list under Section 3 and 4?

Can the one half-credit graduation requirement for health qualify for an exemption?
No, there are no regulations that allow for an exemption to be given for the half-credit health
requirement.

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Under the Nevada Administrative Code (NAC) 389.488, a school district or charter school may exempt a
student from the physical education (PE) graduation requirement under certain conditions. Section 3 of NAC
389.488 outlines a pre-approved list of club activities and sports that qualify for PE exemptions. Section 4
allows school districts or charter schools to propose adding new activities or sports to this list by submitting an
application to the Nevada Department of Education (NDE) for consideration.

To qualify for a PE exemption under Section 3 or Section 4, the following requirements must be met:
e The student must actively participate in an approved competitive club activity or sport listed below;
e The activity must take place outside of the regularly scheduled school day; and
e The student’s participation must be verified by the school district or charter school.

A student may be exempt from one PE credit upon completing 120 hours of participation or from one-half
credit with 60 hours of participation. Students shall not be awarded or granted PE credits under this regulation.

NAC 389.488 Exemption from physical education.

Passed on September 13, 2024

NAC 389.488 is hereby amended to read as follows:

1. A school district or charter school shall exempt a pupil from taking the course in physical

education if the pupil requests the exemption on the basis of his or her:

(a) Physical or mental condition, and the request is supported by a written statement from
a physician;

(b) Religious belief, and the request is supported by a written statement from the pupil’s
parent or guardian;

(c) Enrollment in the Reserve Officer Training Corps or a course of study in military
science; or

(d) Enrollment in the marching band.

2. A school district or charter school shall exempt a pupil from one credit in
physical education if the pupil participates in interscholastic athletics, on a drill team, in a
dance group or on a cheerleading squad if:
(a) The activity is sponsored by the school district or charter school; and
(b) The pupil completes the activity in good standing.

3. A school district or charter school shall exempt a pupil from one credit in physical
education if the pupil actively participates for 120 hours outside of the regularly
scheduled school day, as verified by the school district or charter school, in one of the
following:

(a) Competitive club activities or sports or competitive individual activities or sports:
(1) Baseball.
(2) Basketball.
(3) Boxing.
(4) Cheerleading.
(5) Cycling.
(6) Dance.
(7) Diving.
(8) Equestrian training.
(9) Fencing.
(10) Football.
(11) Gymnastics.
(12) Golf.
(13) High intensity interval training.
(14) Ice hockey.

4. A pupil may submit to a school district or charter school, as applicable, a request to have
a competitive club activity or sport or a competitive individual activity or sport that is not
described in subsection 3 approved for an exemption of one credit in physical education.
If the school district or charter school approves such a request, the school district or
charter school must submit to the Department an application, in the form prescribed by
the Department, for approval to have the competitive club activity or sport or a
competitive individual activity or sport approved for an exemption of one credit in
physical education. If the Department approves any such application, the school district
or charter school shall exempt the pupil from one credit in physical education if the pupil
actively participates for 120 hours outside of the regularly scheduled school day, as
verified by the school district or charter school.

5. The Department shall maintain on its Internet website a list of competitive club activities
or sports and competitive individual activities or sports that have been approved pursuant
to subsection 4.

STUDENT CASES INVOLVING LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES AND PUBLIC
AGENCIES

Carson City School District (“District™) officials are obliged to work closely with law
enforcement and public official’s ageneies in the control and care of student health, welfare,
and behavior. efstudentbehavior. School officials shall release the student on demand to
either law enforcement or an agent from the Department of Child and Family Services
(“DCFS”), provided the officer or agent shows proper identification, and signs an
approved release of student form.

Public officials that have authority to take students into custody are: 1) law enforcement
officers, 2) an officer or the local juvenile probation department or the local department of
juvenile services, 3) agents from DCFS.

In general, law enforcement agencies should be called e# to assist in handling instances of theft,
physical danger, and/or situations requiring involuntary searching of students. When emergency
conditions require action before the arrival of an officer, only reasonable force may be used to
protect the safety of students-and staff when force or threats of force are used against them.

Conversely, agents from DCFS may investigate a report of child abuse or neglect with or
without a call from the school. If the agent deems.appropriate, an agent may, without the
consent of and outside the presence of.any person responsible for the child’s welfare,
interview a child'or,any sibling of the child.

In all action involving coordination with public officials, District officials shall endeavor to
protect the rights of the students and parents when investigation, interview, protective
custody, and/or arrest take place during school hours. Further, a reasonable effort shall be
made to notify the parent(s) or legal guardian(s) after the student has been released from
school and into the custody of such officials.

STUDENT CASES INVOLVING LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES AND PUBLIC
AGENCIES

The Carson City School District (“District™) will cooperate with law enforcement agencies and
the Department of Child and Family Services (“DCFS”) within the parameters of the law in
regard to cases of suspected juvenile criminal activity or suspécted child abuse or neglect.

Students Interviewed by DCFES Agents

The District shall permit agents from DCFS to enterschool grounds and contact Students as
authorized by Chapter 432B of Nevada Revised Statutes,(“NRS?”) for the purpose of
interviewing students or their siblings during the investigation of a report of abuse or neglect.

The District shall allow DCFS agents to interview the student outside the presence of any
person responsible for the child’s welfare, including parents, legal guardians, or District

officials.
Immediately after the conclusion of any interview, if reasonably possible, the District may
notify the person responsible for the child’s welfare that the child or sibling was interviewed,

unless the agent determines that such notification would endanger the child or sibling.

Students Taken into Custody

The Seheel District shall permit representatives of law enforcement agencies to enter school
grounds and contact students as authorized by Chapter 62C of NevadaRevised-Statutes NRS for
the purpose of taking a student into custody.

School officials shall release a student to a law enforcement officer, provided the officer shows
proper identification and signs a release of student form. (See Appendix A).

On taking a student into custody, the law enforcement officer shall, without undue delay, attempt

to notify, the parent(s) or guardian(s) of the student witheut-due-delay as required by NRS
62C.010 (2). In addition, the District will, attempt to notify the parent(s) or guardian(s) of the
student being taken into custody.

Questioning of Students by Law Enforcement Agency

District employees may allow law enforcement officials to enter school property to interview a
student, either as a witness to a crime or as a suspect of a crime.

The District shall attempt to notify the parent(s) or legal guardian(s) of students who are
requested to submit to interview by law enforcement agencies, including law enforcement
officers and child abuse investigators, prior to such interview or as soon thereafter as practicable.
If a parent or guardian cannot be located, a District representative will be present during the
interviewing of the student, unless the officer or investigator prohibits the presence of such
representative.

As a continuation of the June 24, 2025 board meeting, Mr. Spencer Winward, Chief Financial &
Operations Officer and Mrs. Cassandra Clark, Director of Grants presented information on grant
funding in the District. Mr. Winward provided a colored handout that identified grant funds for
fiscal years 2025 and 2026. (A copy is included in the permanent record.)

Mr. Winward highlighted several grants:
e Carl Perkins grant pertains to Career and Technical Education (CTE) at Carson High
School, which has a slight reduction for fiscal year 2026
e Title IA grant was “frozen”, however is now open

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e Grants currently “frozen” and unable to use include; Title I, Title IIA, Immigrant, and Title
IVA

Trustee Walt referred to the Title | grant and asked for additional information regarding the
percentage for Full-time Employees (FTE). Mr. Winward explained that the other 50% is from
McKinney-Vento funding, however, some positions are split with the general fund.

e Parent involvement and professional development are paid for using grant funding, along
with contract costs for professional services, professional development, etc.

¢ Individuals with Disability Education Act (IDEA) for Special Education has a teacher, 29.5
paraprofessionals and professional development for special education staff

e Priority improvement project is used for contract services

e |IDEA Childhood is linked to Special Education

o AB495 takes care of social workers, Multi-Tiered Systems of Support (MTSS), extra
hours for before and after school services for students

¢ Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Relief (ESSER) Funds; staff positions
were moved to other funding sources.

Trustee Walt referred to pages 7-9 and asked for additional information regarding the
continuation of the respective programs. Mr. Winward explained that pages 7-9 are local grants.
In addition, some grants may have supplements, supplies, etc. Trustee Walt asked for an update
on the Nevada Pre-K program. Mr. Winward explained that there are no updates at this time.
Trustee Walt expressed concerns with the amount of “frozen” grants.and asked for information on
how the budget will be impacted if the funding remains “frozen”. Mr. Winward explained that an
adjusting journal entry may be required.

Trustee Walt expressed her appreciation to Mr. Winward for his work.on.the budget
presentations.

Trustee Ramirez excused the absences for Trustees Walker and Varner.

Trustee Ramirez adjourned the workshop at 6:30 p.m. and called the board meeting to order at
6:31 p.m.

For the record, Trustee Ramirez noted that. a quorum was present.
Trustee Pedersen led the Pledge of Allegiance.

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT
Mr. Feuling welcomed everyone to the meeting, and provided the following report:
o Alot of work related to capital projects and maintenance is ongoing at schools, buildings,
grounds, etc. Thank you extended to the maintenance, grounds, and custodial staff for
their work in preparing for the 2025-2026 school year.

information.

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PUBLIC COMMENT

Trustee Ramirez called for public comment that was provided in person, and electronically via
email, which will be included in the permanent record. Trustee Ramirez explained that everyone
will be given three minutes to provide their comment.

An email comment was received from Ms. Erin Been, PE and Health Teacher, Carson High
School regarding agenda ltem 13, which was included in the permanent record. Copies were
provided to the trustees.

DISCUSSION ON PROPOSED CHANGES TO CCSD POLICY 817, IDENTIFICATION BADGE:
FIRST READING

Mrs. Ann Cyr, Risk Manager presented the first reading of CCSD Policy 817, Identification Badge.
At this time there are no suggested changes. Trustee Ramirez noted a typing error; “A” was in
front of “Board” in the title.

Trustee Pedersen asked about providing volunteer coaches authorization so they can access
enter doors anytime on school campuses. Mrs. Cyr confirmed that discussions regarding this
topic have taken place, and that the regulation on Volunteer Management needs to be reviewed;
currently volunteers require supervision at all times.

For the record, Trustee Ramirez explained that agenda items 10 and 11 were being combined for
discussion.

DISCUSSION ON PROPOSED CHANGES TO REGULATION 817, IDENTIFICATION BADGE
Mrs. Cyr presented proposed changes to CCSD Regulation 817, Identification Badge, which
included removing the area regarding “key-protocol” which was added to Regulation 706.1, Key
Protocol and information regarding key cards was included. Identification badges are managed
by Safety Services, and Operation Services manages keys issued in the District.

Trustee Ramirez confirmed that new photos will be taken and identification badges provided to
staff and trustees every three (3).years.

DISCUSSION ON PROPOSED CHANGES TO CCSD REGULATION 706.1, KEY PROTOCOL,
WHICH INCLUDES'RE-NUMBERING THE REGULATION TO 815 IN SECTION 800,
OPERATIONS

Mrs. Cyr presented proposed changes to Regulation 706.1 Key Protocol, which includes
renumbering the regulation to Regulation 815 in section 800, Operations. The Director of
Operations is the person in.charge of issuing keys for the District. For consistency with other
regulations, there were a few grammatical.changes.

DISCUSSION ON PROPOSED CHANGES TO CCSD POLICY 539, INDEPENDENT STUDY IN
PHYSICAL EDUCATION: FIRST READING

Mr. Brandon Bringhurst, Chief Academic Officer presented proposed changes to CCSD Policy
539, Independent Study in Physical Education, which aligns with changes to Nevada
Administrative Code (NAC).

The change eliminates Independent Study in Physical Education (PE), however, there are several
exemptions; medical, religious, and students can also receive the exemption by participating in
several classes or activities at school. Classes that qualify for the exemption include; ROTC,
marching band, dance, cheerleading or other school sponsored physical activities. Mr. Bringhurst
referred to ltem 6, which provides authorization for competitive club sports or recognized
activities.

Section 2 identifies the level of participation to receive credit, which is a minimum of 120 hours
per one (1) credit exemption. The activity has to happen outside the regular school day and
verified by the school; an exemption from PE, not an exemption for credit requirements for
graduation. In addition, the school will develop procedures for students and parents to submit for
approval of exemptions.
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Trustee Walt asked for clarification on why the District deviated from what was passed by the
Legislative Council Bureau (LCB) in September 2024; student shall be exempt from one (1) credit
in physical education if the student participates in interscholastic activities. In addition, NAC says
a student can be exempt from one (1) PE credit if the student actively participates 120 hours in an
activity outside of a regularly scheduled school day. Mr. Bringhurst referred to Section 2, #1,
which identifies a minimum of 120 hours; for the 2" reading, additional information will be
included to provide clarification.

Additional discussions occurred amongst the trustees and staff regarding the guidance document
received from the Nevada Department of Education (NDE) regarding the number of hours
required to receive credit, along with an understanding that students can still take a PE class,
which may impact their course selections.

Mr. Ryan Russell explained that the NAC provides a minimum that has.to be exempt, however,
NDE has the discretion, which is consistent with the way the NAC is written.

Mr. Bringhurst referred to a guidance memo from NDE on implementing the changes associated
with physical education exemptions and commented on the expectation following his
conversation with NDE, which is to allow an exemption of two (2) physical education credits.

Trustee Walt expressed her disagreement with the proposed changes and believes there is a
benefit of having students participate in PE.

DISCUSSION ON PROPOSED CHANGES TO CCSD REGULATION 517, GRADUATION
REQUIREMENTS

Mr. Bringhurst presented proposed changes to CCSD Regulation 517, Graduation Requirements,
which align with changes made to NAC.

e Five (5) different diploma options for students; changes can be identified in the Standard
Diploma; changed the number of required math credits from 4 to 3 and 3 credits for
science, which changed to 2.

¢ Increase in College-and Career Flex-Credit from 0 to 2 credits. Students need 2 college
and career flex credits, which can be earned by taking two or three Career Technical
Education (CTE).courses, a 4" year of math, 3 year of social studies, or 3" year of
science.

Trustee Ramirez referred to page 1, Academic Plan, and believes it would be a disadvantage to
students if they do not meet with their counselor.

Mrs. Fuson explained that the District cannot require a parent to come to a school once a year to
meet with their student’s counselor and summarized the timeline when counselors meet with
students.

Trustee Walt asked if the District will ever have “hands on” career ready options for students;
plumbing, electrician, etc. Mrs. Fuson explained that the District has had higher graduation
requirements vs. state requirements, and this change aligns with state requirements.

Trustee Ramirez confirmed a change on page 2, for diploma options and a typing error on page
3.

INFORMATIONAL UPDATE ON THE DISTRICT’S STRATEGIC PLAN; EMPOWER CARSON
CITY 2027

Mr. Feuling provided an update on the District’s Strategic Plan; Empower Carson City 2027 for
goals which included comparisons. As a reminder, Mr. Feuling explained that the report identifies
five (5) goals within the strategic plan, along with various objectives and success standards. The
data is from the accountability year or specific year:
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e Goal 1, Exceptional Staff
o All positions had three (3) qualified applicants; average ten (10) applicants per
position
o 90% of staff believes the District is a good place to work
e Goal 2, Curriculum That Matters
o No data at this time
e Goal 3, Engaged Parents and Families
o Increase in volunteerism; a larger percentage of families are volunteering in the
schools
o (Goal 4, Healthy Generations of Students
o Co-curricular and extra-curricular data at the secondary level = 41.6% or 32.5%
with the elementary schools included
e Goal 5, Community in Full Partnership
o A new software program will be available to track data«in 2025-2026

Mr. Feuling acknowledged Dr. Ricky Medina, Director, Assessment & Accountability for his work
in developing a system to track students participating in extra-curricular and co-curricular
activities.
